West Midlands Trains have asked us to advise parents of the following ‘There will be some disruption across the network on Monday 18th
and Tuesday 19th of July. This is linked to the very hot weather that is currently being forecast. Hot weather genuinely does affect the
railways and due to the expected high temperatures on Monday 18th and Tuesday 19th all train operators will have to put speed restrictions
in place. A temporary amended timetable will run in locations across the whole network across these two days. This temporary amended
timetable is being worked on at the moment with Network Rail and the Train Operators and aims to be live and available as soon as
possible. We are therefore advising all passengers to check their train times in advance of travelling by using live journey planners Your UK
